DIRECTIONS FOR ASSAYING.

This is the only method by which the real value of bullion can be
ascertained ; and about twelve grains of gold, and one pennyweight of
silver in cuttings or scrapings is sufficient for either. These must be
rolled up in-a piece of paper, about six inches loag and three broad,

turning in the corners to prevent the pieces dropping out, and the
owner's name written upon the top. It must then be carried to an
assay-master, who will make his report in some of the underwritten
characters, which, compared with the scale, will give the exact value

per ounce.
